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ARCHDEACON  REG THINKS  ABOUT  SEX AND GENDER ROLES 

 In Britain this week the Church of England has been debating the issue 

of women bishops.  How long ago was it? ð was it about a quarter of a  

century ago? ð I  moved a motion at the Waikato Diocesan Synod calling 

for the legislation to be changed to allow women to be elected as bishops. 

As far as I know, it was the first time anyone had moved such a motion 

at any synod in New Zealand, and perhaps anywhere in the world. Some 

people thought the idea was hilarious. Some people around the country 

wrote letters to newspapers. The main cartoonist of a leading Wellington 

newspaper drew attention to my idea and lampooned it. 

But other people thought the idea had merit. My motion was passed at 

the Waikato synod, and then passed at the General Synod, and then the   

legislation began to be altered. 

One of the main arguments against the idea of women bishops, I said, 

was that if things were changed there might be problems. 

When the idea of women doctors was first mooted, people talked about 

the likely problems. When the idea of women MPs was first raised, people 

talked about the possible problems. When women priests were first 

considered, people bogged themselves down thinking of problems. 

But as I told the Waikato synod, the real issue was not problems, at all. 

The real issue was something else that began with ópô. The real issue was 

prejudice. 

It took 1800 years for Christians to see that slavery was evil. It took 

1900 years for Christians to realize the sin of racism. It took nearly 2000 

years to realize the sin of discrimination because of sex. 

A great deal of Christian thought had to be re-examined when the   

medical profession began to see that sexuality is something with which we 

are born; something that is determined at conception. 

When Christians once realized that, they felt obliged to re-examine their 

attitudes to lots of things, including their fellow men and women, the place 

of homosexuals, the training of children. 

I remember challenging the Waikato synod to help make history in New 

Zealandðand throughout the worldðby saying that never again should 

people be discriminated against because of something over which they have 

no control ð their gender. 

I told the synod of a woman who confessed to her priest that she wanted 

to be a bishop. The priest rebuked her for pride. ñWoman can never arise to 

leadership in the holy Church,ò he said. ñIt is heresy even to think of it. 

Now for your sins, say three Hail Maryôs...ò 

Complicated? As someone once said, life has always been complicated.

On 

the sabbath day we went outside the gate by the river, where we supposed there 

was a place of prayer; and we sat down and spoke to the women who had 

gathered there. A certain woman named Lydia, a worshipper of God, was 

listening to us; she was from the city of Thyatira and a dealer in purple cloth. 

The Lord opened her heart to listen eagerly to what was said by Paul. When she 

and her household were baptized, she urged us, saying, óIf you have judged me 

to be faithful to the Lord, come and stay at my home.ô And she prevailed upon 

us. (NRSV)

On 

either side of the river is the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, producing 

its fruit each month; and the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the nations. 

Nothing accursed will be found there any more. But the throne of God and of the 

Lamb will be in it, and his servants will worship him; they will see his face, and 

his name will be on their foreheads. And there will be no more night; they need 

no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and they will reign 

for ever and ever. (NRSV)
