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ARCHDEACON REG WRITES ABOUT THE ROLE OF A CATHEDRAL

AMankind was never so happily
said Robert Louis Stevenson way back in 1878, but a question some people
ask from time to time is: fAWhat

A Cathedral is not just a large building for worship and praise. Nor is it
simply a place big enough for a bishop and his clergy and people to gather.

As w e know, t he f ad his cathedrat ihwhat b i

makes the building special. But in addition a Cathedral should have a
particular relationshipd a special teaching roled in a diocese.

It was perhaps more difficult to realize this in the early days of the
Waikato Diocese. Then, many of the parishes were far-flung, and
communication was not as easy as it is now.

Because of this difficulty to communicate and the resulting inability to
share ideas, parishes tended to be isolated not only in their geography but
also in their thinking. This led to there being wide divergencies between
some parishes and others. And, of course, there were differences from the
Cathedral. And also differences from the bishop.

People are sometimes suspicious of the things they cannot understand.
And our diocesan history shows that some parishes were at times (in the
1930s especially), suspicious of the bishop and suspicious of the Cathedral.

At such times it became difficult for the Cathedral to maintain much of a
traditional teaching role.

However, things have changed. One of the greatest achievements of the
current age is the way we can now so easily and quickly communicate.

A result of this is that today the Cathedral can maintain its teaching role
more easily and effectively than ever before.

We are able to give a lead in good liturgyd and our Dean is currently
proving to be of assistance to diocesan clergy.

We are able to give a lead in good musicd and our specialized musical
directors and leaders and choristers can be of assistance to smaller parishes.

We are able to give a lead in liturgical movement and dressd and again
the Cathedral (led by the Dean) is proficient in this.

Of course there should never be a hint of compulsion, or insistence upon
uniformity. Parishes are independent units, and while a Cathedral can offer
advice it is up to the parishes whether or not to accept it.

Not that people always welcome advice from individual clergymen,
anyway, whether they belong to the Cathedral or not.
