The Holy Triduum: Maundy Thursday 

The three days before Easter—Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy 

Saturday—are known as the Holy Triduum. During this time, our 

worship is experienced as one drama that unfolds in three acts, 

seamlessly recalling the suffering, death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus 

Christ.  

The evening of Maundy Thursday marks the beginning of the Triduum. 

This day receives its name from the Latin “mandatum” or the “new 

commandment” given by our Lord. At the Last Supper, Jesus washed his 

disciples’ feet and commanded them to love and serve one another as he 

had done.  

Tonight begins with a festal character as we remember the joy of the 

institution of the Eucharist and the love and service which Jesus lived and 

taught. The mood turns solemn as we fix our attention on the agony in 

the garden of Gethsemane and the journey to the cross and crucifixion. 

The altar, symbolic of Christ, is stripped of its vesture and left bare for 

the solemnity of Good Friday.

The Lord said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt: This month shall 

mark for you the beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the 

year for you. Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth of 

this month they are to take a lamb for each family, a lamb for each 

household. If a household is too small for a whole lamb, it shall join its 

closest neighbour in obtaining one; the lamb shall be divided in proportion 

to the number of people who eat of it.  

This is how you shall eat it: your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, 

and your staff in your hand; and you shall eat it hurriedly. It is the 

passover of the Lord.

For he 

knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, ‘Not all of you are 

clean.’ 

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to 
the table, he said to them, ‘Do you know what I have done to you? You 

call me Teacher and Lord—and you are right, for that is what I am. So if I, 

your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash 

one another’s feet. For I have set you an example, that you also should do 

as I have done to you. Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than 

their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. If 

you know these things, you are blessed if you do them.  

‘Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in 

him.

first Eucharist of Easter. Please remain seated during this time.

The Agony in the Garden 

This Gospel reading recounts Jesus’ struggle in the garden on the night he was 

betrayed. Just as he called his disciples to be in prayer that night, we too are 

called to spend time in the coming hours in prayer with Jesus. 

Matthew 26:30-46 

When they had sung the hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives. 

Then Jesus said to them, ‘You will all become deserters because of me 

this night; for it is written, 

“I will strike the shepherd, 

    and the sheep of the flock will be scattered.” 

But after I am raised up, I will go ahead of you to Galilee.’ Peter said to 

him, ‘Though all become deserters because of you, I will never desert 

you.’ Jesus said to him, ‘Truly I tell you, this very night, before the cock 

crows, you will deny me three times.’ Peter said to him, ‘Even though I 

must die with you, I will not deny you.’ And so said all the disciples. 

Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to 

his disciples, ‘Sit here while I go over there and pray.’ He took with him 

Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be grieved and agitated. 
Then he said to them, ‘I am deeply grieved, even to death; remain here, 

and stay awake with me.’ And going a little farther, he threw himself on 

the ground and prayed, ‘My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from 

me; yet not what I want but what you want.’ Then he came to the 

disciples and found them sleeping; and he said to Peter, ‘So, could you not 

stay awake with me one hour? Stay awake and pray that you may not 



come into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is 

weak.’ Again he went away for the second time and prayed, ‘My Father, if 

this cannot pass unless I drink it, your will be done.’ Again he came and 

found them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy. So leaving them again, he 

went away and prayed for the third time, saying the same words. Then he 

came to the disciples and said to them, ‘Are you still sleeping and taking 

your rest? See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into 

the hands of sinners. Get up, let us be going. See, my betrayer is at hand.’ 

Choir and Sanctuary party all depart in silence. You are welcome and may 

remain in contemplative silence and depart when you are ready to do so.
